Likewise, at the Sign of Peace which we 
have stopped here because of Covid, the person next 
to you may be sick, or want to avoid getting sick, and 
not wish to shake your hand out of concern for their or 
your health. One never knows! We ought never to 
make personal judgments because our neighbor at 
Mass may seem to be worshipping differently, within 
reason of course. We are present at Mass to offer our 
personal sacrifice of praise to God; everything else is 
secondary.
