SACRED SILENCE AND PRAYER BEFORE MASS 
Recently, Pope Francis called out the common habit 
of chatting with people before Mass, stressing that this 
is a time for silent prayer, when we prepare our hearts 
for an encounter with the Lord. “When we go to Mass, 
maybe we arrive five minutes before, and we start to 
chitchat with those in front of us,” the Pope said, 
“However, it is not a moment for chitchat. It is a 
moment of silence for preparing ourselves for 
dialogue, a time for the heart to collect itself in order 
to prepare for the encounter with Jesus,” he said, 
adding that “silence is so important.” I am happy that 
many have commented on how they enjoy the 
Gregorian Chant before Holy Mass, helping them to 
prepare for Holy Mass. Arriving early and recollecting 
ourselves is an important way to preparation for the 
celebration of Holy Mass as it helps us to clear our 
mind, recall why we are there, and also to enter into 
the sacred presence of God. Because Holy Mass is a 
communal celebration, there is the temptation to talk 
with others, but I respectfully ask that we try and keep 
conversations until after Mass, or if they are 
necessary, to have them in the foyer area or outside, 
so as to not disturb others who have come to pray. Let 
us always remember that we arein a sacred space and 
should conduct ourselves accordingly.
