LENTEN OBSERVANCES  
Lent is a special time of penance, sacrifice and simplicity of life, to help us each embrace the Lord’s call to 
conversion. Each of the sacrifices we make (the things that ―”we give up” for Lent) are meant to aid us in 

the process of sanctification – growing in holiness. I encourage you to keep faithful to these sacrifices for the 
entire 40 days of Lent. What a great blessing voluntary sacrifices can be to our spiritual growth.  

LENTEN BIBLE STUDY  
Beginning Tuesday, February 25th, we will examine 
the Ash Wednesday and Sunday readings in light of 
the call to prayer, fasting and almsgiving. Discussion 
will focus on how we can use this season of Lent to 
deepen our commitment to follow Christ in our daily 
lives. Join us for 9AM Mass at St. Joseph’s Church 
followed by Bible study in the classroom at the parish 
center.  
 
LENTEN STUDY: THE EUCHARIST IN SCRIPTURE 

Deacon Paul will be leading an informative study dur-
ing Lent where we can discover God’s plan as it is ex-
pressed through the Bible and the Mass. Built around 
three of Dr. Scott Hahn’s foundational talks: “The 
Lamb’s Supper,” “The Fourth Cup,” and “Consuming 
the Word,” The Eucharist in Scripture examines the 
biblical foundations of the Eucharist and explores the 
Church’s liturgy as the original context for the books 
of the Bible. Participants will meet every week to 
watch an engaging video and then participate in a 
group discussion about the video. This six-week study 
will be held on Monday mornings of Lent starting 
Monday March 2nd from 10:00-11:30AM at St. Jo-
seph’s hall. The study will be repeated Monday eve-
nings from 7:00-8:30PM for those who can’t come 
during the day. There is no cost to attend. Please call 
the office and let Shanna know if you’re coming and 
which session you plan to attend so there will be 
enough handouts. 
 
DEANERY MISSION—SAVE THE DATE 
The parishes of the Deanery of Fall River will once 
again host our Lenten Deanery mission. This year’s 
Lenten preacher will be Fr. James Ferreira, priest of 
the Archdiocese of New York and former priest secre-
tary to Archbishop Timothy Cardinal Dolan. Please 
save the dates of March 30th-April 2nd.

PORTUGUESE MISSION—SAVE THE DATE 
The four Portuguese parishes of the city of Fall River 
will share one Lenten Mission in Portuguese. 
The Preacher will be Fr. João de Chaves Bairos, SCI, a 
priest of the Congregation of the Priests of the Sacred 
Heart (the Dehonians) and a native of the island of 
Santa Maria.  Each night, from Monday, March 23 
through Thursday, March 26, the schedule will consist 
of Confessions at 6 PM, to be followed by a Mass with 
the Mission Homily at 7 PM.  

DIOCESAN LENTEN REGULATIONS  
All adults 18 and older are bound to the law of fast up 
to their 60th year, limited to a single full meal that is 
meatless. Two other meatless meals may be taken to 
maintain one’s needs, but together they shall not equal 
a full meal. The two prescribed days of Fast are Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday. Those who are 14 years 
of age and older are obliged to serve the Law of Absti-
nence from meat on all Fridays of Lent, as well as of 
course Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. During 
Lent, we the Christian faithful are bound to do pen-
ance in virtue of the divine law; in order that all may 
be joined in a common observance of penance, peni-
tential days are prescribed in while in all in a special 
way pray, exercise works of piety and charity, and de-
ny themselves by fulfilling their responsibilities more 
faithfully and especially by observing fast and absti-
nence.

Eu encorajo vos a manter-se fiel a esses sacri-
fícios durante os 40 dias inteiros da Quaresma. Que 
sacrifícios voluntários de grande benção podem ser 
para o nosso crescimento espiritual.
