 SECOND SUNDAY IN LENT 

  

LENTEN OBSERVANCES  
Lent is a special time of penance, sacrifice and simplicity of life, to help us each embrace the Lord’s call to 
conversion. Each of the sacrifices we make (the things that ―”we give up” for Lent) are meant to aid us in 

the process of sanctification – growing in holiness. I encourage you to keep faithful to these sacrifices for the 
entire 40 days of Lent. What a great blessing voluntary sacrifices can be to our spiritual growth.  

LENTEN BIBLE STUDY  
We have now begun with our Lenten Bible Study 
examine Sunday readings in light of the call to pray-
er, fasting and almsgiving. Discussion will focus on 
how we can use this season of Lent to deepen our 
commitment to follow Christ in our daily lives. Join 
us for 9AM Mass at St. Joseph’s Church followed by 
Bible study in the classroom at the parish center.  
 
LENTEN STUDY: THE EUCHARIST IN SCRIPTURE 

Deacon Paul is leading an informative study during 
Lent where we can discover God’s plan as it is ex-
pressed through the Bible and the Mass. Built around 
three of Dr. Scott Hahn’s foundational talks: “The 
Lamb’s Supper,” “The Fourth Cup,” and 
“Consuming the Word,” The Eucharist in Scrip-
ture examines the biblical foundations of the Eucha-
rist and explores the Church’s liturgy as the original 
context for the books of the Bible. Participants will 
meet every week to watch an engaging video and 
then participate in a group discussion about the vid-
eo. This six-week study will be held on Monday 
mornings of Lent starting Monday March 2nd from 
10:00-11:30AM at St. Joseph’s hall. The study will 
be repeated Monday evenings from 7:00-8:30PM for 
those who can’t come during the day. There is no 
cost to attend. Please call the office and let Shanna 
know if you’re coming and which session you plan 
to attend so there will be enough handouts.
