DIOCESAN INSURANCE INCREASES

We were recently notified by the Bishop’s Office of
an increase to our medical, boiler and property
liability insurance. I wanted to make everyone
aware of how this will financially impact our
parishes. There will be a monthly increase to our
insurance policy premiums of 7.25%, which means
an increase of $928 a month, for a total of $11,133
per year. So that everyone is aware, we will now
pay the Diocese a yearly total of $164,612 between
both parishes and school. As always, thank you for
generous support of our parishes.
