BLESSING OF MARRIAGES

Baptized Catholics are to marry in a Church or chapel
with a priest or deacon officiating. Without a proper
dispensation from the bishop, Catholics who are
married by non-Catholic ministers (such as a Justice of
the Peace) or not married in a Church are not
considered by the Church as validly joined in a
sacramental marriage. The same holds true for
divorced Catholics who remarry without first
obtaining an annulment from their first marriage.
Those who find themselves in such situations are
considered to be in a state of grave sin, and should
refrain from receiving Holy Communion until the
situation is resolved. As these cases are becoming
more and more common it presents many issues,
including when someone in such a situation wishes to
be a godparent for a baptism or confirmation, and does
not qualify. The Church, in her mercy, seeks to
reconcile all situations and provides the means
necessary to do so, whether the annulment process for
those who are divorced, or the convalidation (blessing)
of those civilly married. For those who find
themselves in such a situation, and wish to remedy the
situation, please speak directly with Fr. Jay.

ADULTS WHO NEED SACRAMENTS

RCIA is for any adult over the age of 18 who desires
Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation, or for
an adult who may have been baptized but did not
receive the Sacraments of First Communion or
Confirmation. These classes will be open to all
parishioners seeking a deep formation of faith.
