12TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

OBLIGATION TO ATTEND SUNDAY MASS
Aware that the opportunity to participate in Sunday 
Mass is increasingly available and increasingly safe 
for our Catholic people, we are joining dioceses in 
the Boston Province, (Boston, Fall River, 
Springfield, Manchester, and Portland) in lifting the 
dispensation of the Sunday and Holy Day Mass 
obligation, effective the weekend of June 19 and 20, 
2021. This obligation does not apply to those who 
are ill; those who have been recently exposed to 
COVID or any other communicable illness; those 
who are confined to their homes or to hospitals or 
other facilities due to illness, infirmity, frailty, or 
age; and those who are not yet able to be vaccinated, 
due to age or any health consideration.  Parishioners 
should consult their local pastor if they have 
questions about the obligation. 

PRAYER FOR FATHERS
God our Father, we give You thanks and praise for 
fathers young and old. We pray for young fathers, 
newly embracing their vocation; may they find courage 
and perseverance to balance work, family and faith in 
joy and sacrifice. We pray for our own fathers around 
the world whose children are lost or suffering; may 
they know that the God of compassion walks with 
them in their sorrow. We pray for men who are not 
fathers but still mentor and guide us with their fatherly 
love and advice. We remember fathers, grandfathers 
and great grandfathers who are no longer with us but 
who live forever in our memory and nourish us with 
their love.

WEEKLY COLLECTIONS RESUMING
Beginning this weekend, the regular collection will 
resume as usual with collectors. We are also 
encouraging parishioners to utilize “Online Giving”. 
We remain grateful for your generous support of the 
parish.

NO SIGN OF PEACE 
The Sign of Peace has been suspended and all are 
respectfully asked to refrain from any form of the Sign 
of Peace, and to pray/sing the “Lamb of God”. Thank 
you for your cooperation. 

MASKS AND HOLY COMMUNION
Masks for those who are vaccinated will no longer be 
required, though people should feel comfortable to do 
whatever they feel is best. Again, I ask that those 
wearing a mask take it off before receiving Holy 
Communion so as to not risk dropping the Sacred 
Host. 

PAINTING OF CHURCH AND RECTORY
As I am sure many of you have noticed, the church 
(roof trim, doors and windows) and rectory are in 
desperate need of maintenance and painting. I have 
met with contractors and members of the parish 
finance committee and it was decided that the project 
would begin this august. Obviously a project of this 
size will take a few weeks and will be quite expensive. 
As I mentioned at all Masses last weekend, we will be 
beginning a capital campaign for this project and other 
small projects in preparation the our 150th anniversary 
of our parish in 2023. As we have seen so many of our 
city churches fall into disrepair and close, it is so 
important that we do complete this project in a timely 
manner. I know that I can count on your generous 
support. In the coming weeks, you will be receiving a 
letter from me about this upcoming campaign.

BRICK REPOINTING AT ST. MICHAEL’S
The repointing of the bricks on the Eastern side of the 
St. Michaels Church building began last week and 
almost complete. The important maintenance project 
cost us approximately $10,000 and we collected about 
$3,000. I once again ask your support of this important 
project. Please put any donations in an envelope marks 
"BRICKS" and place in the weekly collection basket or 
mail to the office. 

ORGAN FUND RESTORATION
We are very close to reaching our goal of $17,500 for 
the next phase of restoration of our organ. We need 
approximately $1,000 more before we can begin this 
necessary project. Thank you for your generosity.
